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Halton's Kay Farrell runs bike tour firm in Málaga

"We break at a beach bar where people can sample some authentic tapas and try a glass of the local sweet wine." Along the way, Kay describes the local history, culture and colourful anecdotes about the people of Málaga – the ‘Malagueños’.

The tours lasts about four hours, taking a very relaxed pace – cyclists range in age from eight to 75 – and they ride comfortable city bikes. The city centre is completely flat and bikes allow visitors to see parts of the city traditional sight-seeing tours just can’t reach.
